Cure Time

material being bonded.  Accomplish cure by exposing to 
atmospheric moisture and may take longer in dry air.  Cure 
occurs at any level above 20% relative humidity.  Cure 
continues for several days until acetic acid odor has 
disappeared.  

Note:  Some bonding applications may require the use of a 
primer.  NuSil Technology SP-120 is recommended.
